MINUTES

Chairperson Tracy Dean called in to order the regular meeting of the Madison County Board of Elections and Registration at 6:30p.m., February 4, 2014 in the Board of Elections and Registration office in the Madison County Government Complex.

RE-AFFIRM OATHS:

Due to a clerical error at the Secretary of State office, Judge Cody Cross re-affirmed the oaths of board members Lisa Mathis and Leo Smith.  Judge Cross informed the board that the previous oaths were official and were on file with the Secretary of State office and the Probate office.
OLD BUSINESS:

Item No. 1.  Approval of Minutes:

Minutes of Regular Meeting of January 7, 2014.  Minutes have been distributed.

Motion was made by Mr. Smith to approve the minutes of the January 7, 2014 meeting.  Ms. Mathis seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous consent.

Item No. 2.  Poll Workers

The board discussed the letter that would be sent to potential poll managers/clerks.  Mr. Smith made a motion that Ms. Dean send a letter to all previous poll workers to see who is interested in serving.  This would be mailed out by February 12, 2014 and state that applications must be received in the Board of Elections and Registration office no later than February 28, 2014.  Ms. Dean will also place an ad in the county legal organ (Madison County Journal) to be published the week of February 10, 2014 for two weeks.  At the March regular meeting, the board will decide the managers of each precinct.  If a lot of applications are received, a special board meeting will be called on March 6, 2014.  Ms Mathis seconded the motion.  Motion passed with unanimous consent.
Mr. Smith made a motion that “no person shall be eligible to serve as a poll worker who has been convicted of a felony within the last 10 years”.  Ms. Dean seconded the motion.  Motion was passed with unanimous consent.

Poll worker training criteria were distributed for board members to review.  Ms. Dean will contact Secretary of State office to see if they can provide 15-20 Poll Worker Training Manuals for the county to have and use during training.  The board discussed which procedures may need more attention during training.  No decision was made on method of training or training date.

Item No. 3.  Website Update
Mr. Smith gave an update on website.  He recommends removing tab “Running for Office”. He hopes to have all information on site by next week. 
NEW BUSINESS:

Item No. 1.  Board of Elections and Registration Meeting Date Change

Ms. Dean made a motion to change the regular monthly meeting on April 1, 2014 to April 8, 2014 due to the GEOA/VRAG Conference in Macon. Mr. Smith seconded the motion.  Motion was passed with unanimous consent.

Item No. 2.  Qualifying Locations

Mr. Smith informed the board that the Democratic Party will qualify candidates in the Madison County Government Complex.  Ms. Mathis stated the Republican Party will qualify candidates at the Chamber of Commerce.  Non-Partisan candidates will quality in the Board of Elections and Registration office.  Each party will be responsible for publishing their qualifying locations.  Parties will have candidate qualifying information to the Board of Elections and Registration by 2:00p.m. on March 7, 2014.

Item No. 3.  Precinct Consolidation

The board discussed if precinct consolidation needed to be addressed at this time.  Ms. Dean feels consolidation is important but should be addressed later in the year since the Board of Elections and Registration is just established and 2014 will be busy with elections.  Mr. Smith agrees to do necessary research to see if consolidating would be beneficial.  Mr. Smith made a motion to approve consolidation of precincts based on formula that would be developed later.  Ms. Dean seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous consent.

Item No. 4.  VRAG/GEOA Conference
Ms Dean informed the board of the dates which are March 30, 2014 to April 2, 2014 in Augusta and registration has been completed.
